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A Ges ture of Sol i dar ity
Dur ing the days of prayer in honor of the Tri -

umph of the Cross, Sep tem ber 10, 11, 17, 18, it
was an nounced that half of the amount re ceived 
in the col lec tions would be used to come to aid
the vic tims of hur ri cane Ka trina in New Or leans.
This sum would be added to the con tri bu tion
made by the Work. Here are the de tails of the
do na tions made:

– The Army of Mary and its as so ci ated
Works: $6,000.00

– 4 col lec tions (4 Masses) +  per sonal do na -
tions made by mem bers for this pur pose:
$5,000.00

Thus the do na tions des tined to help the di -
sas ter vic tims reached $11,000. How ever,
shortly af ter Ka trina, the hur ri cane Rita struck,
and should other ca lam i ties be fall var i ous parts
of the world, we would need to help again. That
is the rea son an amount of $6,000.00 was taken
from the to tal amount and sent to the “Red
Cross - New Or leans”. The re main ing amount of 
$5,000.00 was set aside to come to the aid of the 
vic tims of fu ture cataclyms. We will in form you of 
this at the ap pro pri ate time. We thank all the per -
sons pres ent for their gen er ous par tic i pa tion in
this won der ful ges ture of sol i dar ity.

On Oc to ber 13, 2005, André Bélanger, our

ac coun tant, re ceived the bank state ment for the
Army of Mary which in cluded the cancelled
checks for the pre ced ing week, among which
was the check for $6,000.00 sent to the Red
Cross in Mon treal for the di sas ter vic tims in New 
Or leans. As is in di cated on the back of the
check, it was de pos ited on Oc to ber 5.

Know ing that other ca lam i ties would fol low
and that as sis tance would be re quired, the Work 
had set aside $5,000.00 from the to tal amount
taken from the col lec tions for this pur pose. In
fact, barely a few weeks later, an other ca lam ity
hit Pa ki stan and the Cashemire re gion in In dia.
Im me di ately, on Oc to ber 10, a check was sent
to the Red Cross to aid the vic tims of the ter ri ble
earth quake. Sis ter Chantal Buyse

as so ci ated Works are pre par ing to
make a con tri bu tion in aid of these vic -
tims. Those who wish to par tic i pate in
this ac tion are wel come to do so. We will 
add to the do na tions made by the
Works, half of the col lec tion taken up on
each of these four days of prayer. We
will in form you of the fi nal to tal in the pa -
per Le Royaume. We sin cerely thank
you.”

Dur ing the col lec tion, the priests pre -
pared for the cel e bra tion of Mass, as we
lis tened to the beau ti ful se lec tion, Maria
Ma ter gratiae by Pros per Guidi, per -
formed on the or gan and the vi o lin.

The Cel e bra tion of Mass
Fa ther Jean-François Mastropietro

pre sided over Mass which he con -

celebrated with four teen fel low priests.
In his hom ily, Fa ther Angelo Gonthier
com mented upon the day’s Gos pel, the
theme of which was the call ing of la bor -
ers to work in the Lord’s vine yard, and

he ad dressed him self par tic u larly to the
young peo ple. “The land owner takes
plea sure in go ing out when ever he feels
like it, and as the day ad vances, as the
Church de vel ops in time, God
searches, calls and en riches His vine -
yard more and more with new work ers.
Even among us within the Work, the
work ers of the first hour in ter min gle with
those of the last hour. Among all these
mem bers, I would like to draw your at -
ten tion to the gen er a tion of young peo -
ple whom the good God has brought
forth within our ranks....

“How can we not be ab so lutely
pleased by their pres ence dur ing these
days of prayer! I en cour age you to take
note of this force that is of fered us and of
which we must take care, but I also urge
the young peo ple to be come aware of
what they are. ‘You are the fu ture of the
Church,’ as Pope John Paul II liked to
re peat be fore the en tire world.... 

“Dear young peo ple, let me ap peal to
you. Christ alone can bring you to dis -
cover your po ten tial in a won der ful equi -
lib rium so that you will be able to ben e fit
from that which you truly are.... Be gen -
er ous and per se vere, even if your faith
suf fers from sol i tude. Tell your self that
the Church too is suf fer ing from the de -
ser tion of its young peo ple, just as much
as you are.”

Fa ther Angelo then urged young
peo ple to be come “sow ers of hope”,
help ing their broth ers and sis ters to ac -
cept the cross. “All of his tory shows us

that at the ba sis of the
great ques tions raised
by man, there is al ways
a con text of life from
which the cross
emerges.... It is in the
Eu cha rist that you will
find the strength, the se -
ren ity, the joy and the

per se ver ance to con tinue your mis sion
among those of your gen er a tion....

“To gether, this year, let us set as our
ob jec tive the dis cov ery of the life of our
Found ress, in or der to learn to live off
the Eu cha rist. In fact, Life of Love
prompts us to live, in our day-to-day life,
a com pletely spir i tual ad ven ture, viv i fy -
ing, en tirely cen tered on the Eu cha rist.”

While some Knights were med i tat ing
upon these texts be fore the Blessed
Sac ra ment, oth ers en joyed their noon
meal as they frat er nized be fore com ing
to re place the ador ers. Through out
these four days of prayer, we lived ce -
les tial hours, the ef fects of which will
long be felt in our soul as they il lu mi nate
the King dom.

The mem bers were then con vened
to the cha pel once again at 1:45 p.m., in
or der to be in formed of the de vel op -
ments con cern ing the Com mu nity of the 
Sons of Mary.
