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“Ev ery Up heaval in Is rael Spreads
to the Whole World”

A SPARK
A spark has set fire to his tory once again and is mark ing an

im por tant step in the Day of Yahweh.
This flare-up is tak ing place in Leb a non, at Tyre, be tween

the State of Is rael and an Is lamic or ga ni za tion known as the
“Hezbollah”,  a word which means “God’s Party”.

THE DAY OF YAHWEH
For those who are un fa mil iar with Raoul Auclair’s re marks

in his dif fer ent works, we can say that the Day of Yahweh is a
sort of “Time out side of Time”. It is sit u ated at the end of the 6
days of a thou sand years that have passed since the Fall (4
days or 4,000 years of the Fa ther and  2 days or  2,000 years of 
the Son) and just be fore the be gin ning of the Sev enth Day that 
is com ing, the LORD’S DAY. This “Sev enth Day”  men tioned by 
Our Lady at La Salette is the Time of the Holy Spirit and the
Time of His Spouse, the Im mac u late, who is ac tive as the
Lady of All Peo ples. Fi nally, the Day of Yahweh is also the un -
fold ing of the events de scribed by Saint John in the Apoc a lypse, a
word which means “Rev e la tion” or “the Rais ing of the Veil”.

THE SIGN WILLED BY GOD?
“Ev ery up heaval in Is rael spreads to the whole world,” 1

Raoul Auclair tells us, as he feared the threat of a con flict
which would quickly be come uni ver sal.

And is there a day when we have not heard speak of Is rael
on ei ther ra dio or tele vi sion?

Raoul re minds us that “Is rael is the per ma nent sign of
Yahweh, a sign for all peo ples.” 2 But as the Book of Num bers
spec i fies: “Here is a peo ple that lives apart and does not
reckon it self among the na tions.” (Nm 23:9) Now, we have wit -
nessed, for al most a cen tury, a re turn of the Jews to the land of 
their an ces tors. This re turn was of fi cially authorized No vem -
ber 2, 1917, by a dec la ra tion of the Brit ish Gov ern ment, the
Balfour Dec la ra tion.

“This was an event with world wide re per cus sions...; some -
thing had oc curred that was of an in cal cu la ble im port,” wrote
Da vid Ben Gourion, the prin ci pal ar chi tect of in de pend ence
and the first Prime Min is ter of the State of Israel.3

Most cer tainly! Our Lady’s in ter ven tion in Fatima, the re -
turn of the Jews and the ris ing of the red Star in Rus sia would
si mul ta neously mark the be gin ning of the pe riod of the End of
the Times, the Dawn ing of the Day of Yahweh, that time of the
bat tle be tween the Lady and the Dragon, that time of the
Apoc a lypse, our time!

Now, in this sum mer of the year 2006, we have almost
reached the end of that Day!

Thus we see the bat tle in creas ing in in ten sity be fore mak -
ing way for the LORD’S DAY, the SEV ENTH DAY that SUNDAY
to tally ded i cated to God, the “last Day” which men do not
want.

This con com i tance be tween the re turn of the Jews to the
land of their an ces tors and the dis in te gra tion of the Chris tian
West (the end of the time of the Gen tiles) is re mark able and
fraught with significance.

TYRE: A SYM BOL?
As these few lines are be ing writ ten, the war is in ten si fy ing

around Tyre, an an cient city, in a re gion vis ited by Je sus (Mt
15:21).

Tyre – also known as Sour which means “Rock”, “Ram -

part”– is lo cated 70 kilo meters south of Bei rut in Leb a non. The 
“Rock of Is rael” and the “Rock of Tyre” are mak ing sparks
which could well enflame the world.

The city of Tyre is sit u ated “in the heart of the sea”4 Ezekiel
tells us, while Isa iah speaks of it as “the mart of the na tions”.5

Of course, we know that this Phoe ni cian port was re -
nowned for its ex traor di nary mar i time power. All the goods
known in An tiq uity poured into it or passed through it, no ta bly
the var i ous types of cloth and pur ple goods which made its
rep u ta tion.

But  Raoul Auclair, be ing the great vi sion ary and “prophet
of his tory” that he was, ex plained in his works that Tyre is the
pre figu ra tion of the Great Pros ti tute men tioned in the Apoc a -
lypse (Apoc 17:1), the mis tress of trad ing on earth.

So the city of Tyre would rep re sent the Great Pros ti tute,
and this lat ter would have taken the form, in his tory, of a
“Chris tian Bab y lon”, that is to say,  the mer can tile su prem acy
and do min ion of the seas by Eng land in the 16th cen tury. Af ter 
its de cline, the her i tage of Eng land was taken over by the
United States of Amer ica which spread it to the en tire world
with its stock mar ket and its mul ti na tion als.
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Thus, Tyre rep re sents, to a cer tain ex tent, the pres ent
world of trade, the world of fi nances or money which the peo -
ples have made into a god. And the writ ings of Ezekiel, be gin -
ning with chap ter 28, are very sug ges tive!

Do not the events we are liv ing her ald the col lapse of that
sys tem (that false god) based on pro duc tion, com merce, and
con sum er ism with out any con sid er ation be ing given to God’s
laws?

Pope John Paul II, be fore de part ing for the Eter nal Home -
land, wrote:

“If, on the one hand, the West con tin ues to pro vide ev i -
dence of zeal ous evangelization, on the other hand anti-
evan gel i cal cur rents are equally strong. They strike at the
very foun da tions of hu man mo ral ity, in flu enc ing the fam ily
and pro mot ing a mor ally per mis sive out look: di vorce, free
love, abor tion, con tra cep tion, the fight against life in its ini tial
phases and in its fi nal phase, the ma nip u la tion of life. This 
pro gram is sup ported by enor mous fi nan cial re sources, not
only in in di vid ual coun tries, but also on a world wide scale. It
has great cen ters of eco nomic power at its dis posal, through
which it at tempts to im pose its own con di tions on de vel op ing
coun tries. Faced with all this, one may le git i mately ask
whether this is not an other form of to tal i tar i an ism, sub tly con -
cealed un der the ap pear ances of de moc racy.” 6

And we know full well that all to tal i tar i an ism has a pur pose.
It would not be nec es sary to have a ma jor event on the in ter -
na tional level or in the world of fi nance for there to be a world -
wide bank ruptcy with all its con se quences.

And that could be a part of the di sas ter fore told by the Lady
of All Peo ples in her mes sages at Am ster dam, and which Ma -
rie-Paule men tioned in her let ter to Car di nal Maurice Roy,
dated June 14, 1980:

“ ‘Mary, the Lady of All Peo ples, has been sent into this
world so that by this ti tle and prayer she may pre serve the
world from a uni ver sal di sas ter.’ (May 10, 1953)” (Life of Love, vol.
XV, p. 539)

Un for tu nately, we, men, have heeded nei ther the mes sage 
of Our Lady of Fatima in 1917 nor the re quests the Lady of All
Peo ples has ad dressed to us since 1945.

– That is why the Church of Pe ter, in fight ing against the mes -
sages of the Lady and in am pu tat ing her prayer, bears a
heavy re spon si bil ity in the events to come.

AN UR GENT RE MINDER
“A bright, a daz zling

light pre cedes the Lady.
She co mes and says:

“ ‘I am the Lady, Mary,
Mother of All Peo ples –
you can say: the Lady of
All Peo ples, or, the Mother 
of All Peo ples – who once
was Mary.’

“ ‘I come to day, on this
very day, to tell you that
this is who I want to be. A
day will come when men of 
ALL PEO PLES will be
united. They will be
ONE.’...

“ ‘Let ev ery one re turn to 
the Cross; then, but only
then, will peace reign, and
tran quil ity.’

“The Cross is there, still
up right. The Lady says:

“ ‘Re peat af ter me this prayer in front of the Cross.’ 
“She be gins:

“And there be fore the Cross, I re peated all the words of the
Prayer as the Lady ut tered them. Now,  I see, at this mo ment,
these words of the Prayer writ ten in large let ters be fore my
eyes.

“ ‘Child, this is so sim ple and so short that each one, in his
own lan guage, can re cite it be fore his own cross. And let him
who has no cross re cite it to him self.’

“ ‘Such is the mes sage that I bring this day; it is now that I
come to say that I wish to save souls.’

“ ‘Let ev ery one col lab o rate in this great work of the world.
Ah! if only each one of the chil dren of men would be will ing, for
his part, to try to im i tate this!’

“ The Lady raises a fin ger:
“ ‘Es pe cially in what con cerns the first, the main pre cept:

Love.’ ” 7

“WHO ONCE WAS MARY”
“She makes a move ment, com ing for ward as if in vit ing me

to have a good look at her. I look at her; I study her, com pletely
and in ev ery de tail. She says:

“ ‘This is the pic ture that must be put into cir cu la tion. As for
the text of the Prayer which I dic tated to you, noth ing in it can
be changed.’

“And the Lady re peats the Prayer whose text ap pears in
print be fore me as she ut ters the words. The words ‘NOW’
(‘send now’) and ‘ALL’ (‘the Lady of ALL Peo ples’), are un der -
lined. She spec i fies:

“ ‘ “WHO ONCE WAS MARY” must re main as it is.’...
“ ‘Do you re ally have any idea of how ur gent it is that ac tion

be taken? Do you re ally un der stand that the ol ogy must give
way to the con cerns of my Son?’ ”8

IN TER VEN TION OF GOD THE FA THER
“When, in a fam ily, a mother has ex hausted all the gen tle,

per sua sive means to rea son with her re cal ci trant child, then
the fa ther is the one who must se verely rep ri mand even
though he may do so re luc tantly, in or der to spare his son
greater mis for tune.

“Mary has warned her chil dren, but in his stu pid ity and
greed, man has dev as tated ev ery thing, and he is headed in -
du bi ta bly for his own ruin. So God has no other al ter na tive
than that of in ter ven ing be fore man puts an end to life on
earth.” 9
