Olhe Immaculate and the Covenant

From all time, no one has remained
indifferent at the sight of the spectacu-
lar and grand phenomenon of a rain-
bow. In fact, whether we are young or
old, believer or not, it can be admired
by everyone, regardless of his condi-
tion, and there is always that same
sense of awe before the majesty of na-
ture and of God in a feeling of profound
joy, but also of our own littleness. But
in order to be able to see it, we must
nevertheless look up in the sky. And if
we are able to “uplift” our entire being
even higher to this “rainbow”, we will
see much more than a simple master-
piece of nature.

THE RAINBOW, THE SIGN
OF A COVENANT

For all those who have descended
from the Judeo-Christian tradition, it is
clear that the rainbow is more than just
a phenomenon combining optimum
meteorological factors and the laws of
optical physics. It is, in fact, the con-
crete and visible sign God left as a sign
of the Covenant concluded in the past
not only with humanity represented by
Noah, but also with all the living beings
on this earth.

“I will establish my covenant with

you, that never again shall all bodily

creatures be destroyed by the wat-
ers of a flood; there shall not be an-
other flood to devastate the earth.”

God added: “This is the sign that |

am giving for all ages to come, of

the covenant between me and you
and every living creature with you. |
set my bow in the clouds to serve as

a sign of the covenant between me

and the earth. When | bring clouds

over the earth, and the bow appears
in the clouds, | will recall the cove-
nant | have made between me and
you and all living beings, so that the

waters shall never again become a

flood to destroy all mortal beings.”

(Gn 9:11-15)

The Covenant between God and
the earth shows us just how much
God loves us and wants us to share
in His abounding love. However, God
also wishes to respect the tremendous
grace of freedom which He generously
granted us. That is why, He is always
the one who proposes to make a cove-
nant with man, and He tirelessly awaits
a reply on the part of man, a reply which
He hopes and continues to hope that it
always be more loving and generous.

THE COVENANT:
THE SIGN OF GOD’S LOVE

In this sense, the Covenant is truly a
leading thread that pervades through-
out the Bible, that story of Love par ex-
cellence between God and men. The
most noteworthy Covenants of the Holy
Books are the one concluded with Noah
at the end of the flood (quoted above),
the one concluded with Moses — the
Ten Commandments written on stone
tablets which were then preserved in
the Ark of the Covenant, the sign of
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“But behold how, at the end of the
times she who is called the ‘ARK OF
THE COVENANT’ desires to be present
in our midst. She is in her Army, which
she bas prepared for the combat, and
it is to her Army that she manifests
the sign that is evident and full of
promise....” (Mother Paul-Marie)

God’s presence among His people —,
the one with Abraham — the promised
descendants of a multitude of nations
— and finally, the one established by
Christ upon His passage on earth in
order to save the human race. Some-
times, we also speak, in this same
sense, of the Old Covenant and the
New Covenant in reference to the Old
and New Testaments. Concrete signs
of all those covenants were left us:
the rainbow, the Ten Commandments
or the two tables of the law preserved
in the Ark of the Covenant, the many
descendants of the People of God, the
Eucharist, the real and sacramental
presence of Christ.

Obviously, for us, the Eucharist oc-
cupies a supereminent place, given that
it is not only the sign but truly the pres-
ence of Christ and of the Total Christ
— as we have been led to understand
— and to which our whole being has ac-
cess through Communion at each one
of our Masses. A grace of graces, all
the import of which we cannot really
understand, unfortunately, but which
our faith impels us to always desire
more and more.

THE IMMACULATE, THE COVENANT

Within the Work, we have had the
joy of seeing announced and looming
on the horizon a new Covenant that
is being revealed — in this time which
is our time —, and that is what Marie-
Paule told us, already in 1978, in the
paper Marie of August and in volume
XV of Life of Love. Here are a few ex-
cerpts from it.

MARY FULFILLS HER PROMISE
The design of the covenant which
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dominates all human history will find
its culmination at the end of time. So
we have to contemplate its realiza-
tion in the eschatological perspective
of the “HEAVENLY JERUSALEM” —
the dwelling place of God with men.
“They shall be his people and he wiill
be their God; His name is ‘God-with-
them’” (Apoc 21:3).

God’s acts among men, in the pro-
longation of the Covenant, became
increasingly numerous over the
course of the centuries, and the Bible
gives an account of their history.

Yahweh always fulfilled His prom-
ises, but the infidelity of His people
always obliged Him to inflict upon
it the punishments to be expected.
In spite of all that, the design of the
covenant revealed by God has al-
ways endured, for God desires the
happiness of men. Unfortunately,
man is the one who sabotages God’s
loving plan....

Once more, in this time which marks
the end of the times — in a special
manner through Mary’s action, as
announced in Genesis —, God is still
present.

In His great and merciful goodness
for humanity, God is preparing and
opening the way for the conclu-
sion of a new Covenant. Already in
1954, He had foretold the Army of
Mary (Life of Love, volume 1). In 1964,
He asked for observance of the Ten
Commandments, and it is an abso-
lute demand that the Knights of the
Army of Mary observe them all (Life
of Love, volume ).

The Army of Mary was founded in
1971, and since that time it is Mary
who has been guiding her Army. Her
action has become more and more
open and perceptible, and she gave
the inspiration for the construction
of the portable dais, which, carrying
her in her image, has become the
Ark of the Covenant; and this mani-
fests once again God’s presence
amongst His people, in Her whom
He has chosen for this time....

But behold how, at the end of the
times, she who is called, the “ARK
OF THE COVENANT”, desires to be
present in our midst. She is in her
Army, which she has prepared for
the combat, and it is to her Army
that she manifests the sign that is
evident and full of promise....

The Ark of the Covenant, asked for
this time by Mary, recalls in its ex-
terior form, the presence of her who
has come to crush the head of the
serpent; of her who in directing her
Army, invites her soldiers to pray to
her, to the end that HER PROMISE
may fully be realized: “In the end, my
Immaculate Heart will triumph.”

In this article that dates
back a number of years, we
can draw from it a few ele-
ments that will help us bet-
ter contemplate God’s plan
for humanity. For example,
it is interesting, and even
fundamental, to note that
the exigency of the ten com-
mandments is also found in
the little blue book entitled
The Community of the Lady
of All Peoples, a little book
that tells us essentially what
the Community is and what
it must one day fully real-
ize for the entire world. Is
that surprising? No, given
that we can easily consider
the ten commandments as
being the founding charter
God Himself gave to hu-
manity by engraving it in
stone, hoping that, in turn,
man would etch it deeply in
his heart.

Yes, when we reread
that article, we realize that
we are truly in the era of
a New Covenant which
God is concluding with hu-
manity, represented by the
litle remnant of His people
attentive and open to the
signs of the times. It suf-
fices to look at the “evolu-
tion”, the “development” or
rather, the “unveiling” of the
Mystery within the Work in
order to be easily and nat-
urally convinced of this. In
fact, from the moment the
mystery was revealed, we
could say, in a way, that the
New Covenant concluded
with God through the com-
ing of His Son, the Redeem-
er, now becomes a New
Covenant with the coming
of the Father's Daughter —
the Co-Redemptrix —, so
that we can say that it is
well and truly a matter of
the same “New Covenant”
as that of two thousand
years ago..., but also most
certainly a Covenant that
is new since the Immacu-
late is truly present in the
Co-Redemptrix.

A PREFIGURATION

We are well aware that
the Oblate-Patriots, an im-
portant branch of the Work
founded on August 15,
1986, whose patroness is Mary Media-
trix, are being formed with a view to re-
newing society which will give the first
place back to God and restore the dig-
nity of the entire human family. In a cer-
tain way, they are preparing the bases
of society so that it may live this New
Covenant which, more and more, will
take shape as the Kingdom we all de-
sire and which we so ardently request
several times a day in the Our Fatheris
established.

R 4 latter times which we are in the

reflections of eternity was
brought about by the epiphany
of the Divinity on earth, as it
announces an era of peace,
an obvious reminder of the
Covenant established by God.

Following the events of re-
cent years, mainly during the
triduums held at Spiri-Maria,
can we not see in this picture
a prefiguration of all that would
happen once the time for them
had arrived? Although they are
certainly not exhaustive, for
the time being, here are a few
facts worth mentioning that will
help us contemplate the kind-
ness and wisdom of God who
guides everything.

On May 31, 2007, Padre
Jean-Pierre promulgated the
dogma of Mary, not only as
Mediatrix, but truly as Co-
Redemptrix, Mediatrix and
Advocate, as the Lady of All
Peoples had announced it in
her messages.

Also, since the publication of
the numerous graces revealed
in the volumes entitled The
White Books, we have been in
a position to understand better
the grandeur of the Eucharist
and especially the intimate
presence in it of the Redeem-
er and of the Co-Redemptrix
who, through their merits and
their respective lives of suf-
ferings and self-abasements,
have “acquired” the possibility
of becoming Eucharist. Thus,
we can now affirm that Christ
is always present there, but,
at the same time, we can say:
“And yet, they are two.”...

Furthermore, last year, we
lived historical moments when
prophetic words found in Life of
Love were fulfilled, and the “lit-
tle Mary of the earth” — Marie-
Paule — solemnly entered in
the chapel as “Sovereign of
the earth”, so that the triumph
of the Immaculate might be
celebrated simultaneously in
Heaven and on earth, contrib-
uting in this way to crushing
even more firmly the infamous
serpent’s head.

All of that — and perhaps
even more — is marvelously
present in this picture of Mary
Mediatrix, so that we can con-
sider it as a prefiguration of the

process of living.

WITH GOD, EVERYTHING
FITS TOGETHER

But what about the rainbow? On
February 5, 2002, Mother Paul-Marie
signed an article printed on pages 13-
15 of the English edition of the Janu-
ary-February 2002 issue of the paper
Le Royaume, entitled The Number 153
and the RAINBOW. At the end, under
the subtitle “The Rainbow”, we are
surprised to read so many details that
are really pertinent and encouraging,



especially now that we know that the
Year of Light is continuing, with the
addition of the Year of the Rainbow, as
Mother Paul-Marie indicated to us in
December 2008.

Upon reading this article published in
2002, we can now associate the idea of
rainbow first of all to the victory of Mary,
the Virgin of the Rosary, as Marie-Paule
specified with the following event:

We should note that at the end of
the article, a footnote indicates that the
words “RAINBOW” and “SOVEREIGN OF
THE EARTH” were words breathed into
Marie-Paule by the Archangel Gabriel
at the very moment she was writing
those lines..., titles she had not even
thought of.

Enlightened by those specific de-
tails, we can carry on with our reflec-
tion or our contemplation by asking
ourselves if the title “RAINBOW” is to be
attributed solely to Mary or to the Lady
of All Peoples as well. It appears fairly
obvious that it is also possible to attrib-
ute it to the Lady of All Peoples since
the dogma specified that the Lady of All
Peoples is Co-Redemptrix, Mediatrix
and Advocate. Given that by definition,
she is Mediatrix, it goes without saying
that this role is precisely that of being
Mediatrix between God and men, just
as the title of “RAINBOW” specified. We
should make clear that this mediation
takes nothing away from the Son, for
it is well and truly a mediation willed by
God.

We can see this always more and
more, it is absolutely astonishing to see
just to what extent with God everything
fits together. It was necessary that the

Lady of All Peoples — Marie-Paule, the
Immaculate Daughter — be acknow-
ledged first of all as the “sovereign of
the earth” before humanity could live
the Year of the Rainbow that will be, or
is, no more and no less than a “Marian
Year” proclaimed by Heaven!

A TRIUMPHANT AND MARIAN YEAR

Therefore, we can foresee that this
year will be a year of Marian victory.
And even if it is not fully realized, at
least, have the hope of an increasingly
more apparent triumph of the Immacu-
late over Satan and over evil.

May the Immaculate, our Queen and
our RAINBOW, be our support and our
hope in this time of the end in which the
diabolical convulsive movements are
being felt everywhere.

Let us hope that soon the day will
come when, everywhere, we will be
able to acknowledge and say of Marie-
Paule these words of Ecclesiastes:
‘Behold the rainbow! Then bless its
Maker, for majestic indeed is its splen-
dor; it spans the heavens with its glory,
this bow bent by the mighty hand of
God.” (Sir 43:11-12) Yes, may we finally
see the day when Mary Immaculate —
the Rainbow and the reflection of God’s
glory — will triumph before the face of
the earth.
